WHERE DO I FIND THE TIMES FOR THE COMPETITION?

at each RDDC studio from Monday 12  Jan.th

I DON'T KNOW WHAT CLASS THEY ARE DOING.
Look for the genre of their class ie- Ballet, Tap, Jazz...Then
the title of their song. If unknown please ask their teacher

in the coming week of classes.
Example- Group Street Junior- Minions

WHAT TIME DO I ARRIVE?
30 minutes before competitors first class.

DO I STAY WITH MY CHILD?
Yes. You are responsibile for taking your child to and from the
competition. RDDC staff will be there backstage helping bring

pupils onto the stage.

DO I BUY A WRISTBAND FOR COMPETITORS?
No. Competitors will recieve their FREE wristbands when

arriving at the Theatre and signing in. 

WHERE DO WE GO WHEN WE ARRIVE?
Make your way to your first performance room. Theatre,

or Front Room.

event. Lots of local shops/ restaurants around the venue.

WHAT HAPPENS IF THE PERFORMANCE ROOMS ARE
RUNNING BEHIND?

keep you updated as to where we are upto.

WHAT HAPPENS IF I HAVE CLASHES AND I NEED TO BE

which room to compete in first.
